I’thankful 
(references from Wikipedia) 

 
 If you read God’s word from an English Bible, 
there is a man that you should be very thankful for his life 
and dedication. He was born c. 1494 and was burned at 
the stake in 1536. William Tyndale was fluent in English, 
French, Greek, Hebrew, German, Italian, Latin, and Span-
ish. He enrolled at Oxford in 1505 and graduated with his 
Master’s degree when he was twenty one! His early ef-
forts and requests in England to translate the Bible into 
English were all rejected by church authorities. He then 
went to Hamburg in 1524 and spent several years in 
Europe translating his Bible. 
 Several translations of the Bible had been at-
tempted before Tyndale. He was the first to take advan-
tage of the new medium of printing that had been recently 
invented. The early copies of the New Testament were 
printed in Cologne and later Antwerp. The book was 
smuggled into England and was immediately condemned 
in 1526. Tyndale was branded as a heretic and demands 
were made for his arrest. Some of his books were burned 
in public and warnings were given to booksellers not to 
distribute his translation. 
 Tyndale made a famous statement regarding his 
desire to translate the Bible into the common language of 
his fellow countrymen. “I defy the Pope, and all his laws; 
and if God spares my life, I will cause the boy that drives 
the plow in England to know more of the Scriptures than 
the Pope himself.” He was betrayed to the authorities by a 
“friend” and was imprisoned over 500 days until he was 
strangled and burned at the stake for his terrible “crimes.” 
 Tyndale succeeded in placing the scripture into 
the hands of the common people through his life’s work. 
His translation became the basis for much of the King 
James Bible in 1611. He brought several words from Bib-
lical thought into the English language: 
 
Jehovah       Passover       Atonement       Scapegoat 
 
He coined phrases such as: “let there be light,” 
“my brother’s keeper,” “the salt of the earth,” “it came to 
pass,” gave up the ghost.” 
 
He wrote many other works such as: 
“The exposition of the fyrste epistle of seynt John with a 
prologge before it” 
“A commendious introduction porloge or preface vnto the 
pistle off Paul to the Romayns” 
“The souper of the Lorde” 
 
 How much of the Bible would you know today if 
you had to read it in either Latin, Hebrew, or Greek? For 
each of us who read God’s work in the English

On the Right Track 
 

 Wilbert Awdry was the son of a poor preacher 
in Wilshire, England.  As a boy he often accompanied 
his father on his visiting rounds.  Wilbert especially like 
riding the train and talking to the railway workers he 
met along the way. 
 A poor student, Wilbert barely managed to fin-
ish college.  He decided to follow in his father’s foot-
steps because he liked the idea of helping people see 
God.  But Wilbert was not a successful preacher.  In 
fact, he was fired by his church and for a while consid-
ered leaving the ministry altogether. 
 But then an event took place that changed his 
life forever.  Wilbert’s first child, Christopher, caught 
the measles.  While Christopher was confined to his 
bed, Awdry amused him with a story he’d made up 
about a little train engine who was sad because he had-
n’t been out of his shed for a long time. 
 The boy wanted to hear the story over and over 
again.  Wilbert finally wrote it down and illustrated it 
with some crude line drawings of trains with faces on 
them. 
 Wilbert’s wife saw more in the story than fam-
ily entertainment.  She pushed her husband to offer the 
book to a publisher.  Much to Wilbert’s surprise, the 
publisher liked it. 
 In 1945, Wilbert Awdry’s first book, The Three 
Railway Engines, was published. 
 Book after book followed.  All were stories 
about little train engines with different personalities 
who interacted in very simple, but very human dramas.  
Every story rang with a message of morality, grace, and 
redemption. 
 As Awdry himself said of his creation, “The 
important thing is that the engines are punished and for-
given – but never scrapped!” 
 Wilbert Awdry wasn’t very successful as a 
preacher.  But he was extremely successful in sharing 
the love of God in another setting.  Ask any child if 
they’ve heard of Awdry’s creation, Thomas the Tank 
Engine, and you’ll see just how successful he’s been. 
 When he was asked what he would like to have 
engraved on his tombstone, he replied, “He helped peo-
ple see God in the ordinary things of life…and he made 
children laugh.”  Not a bad legacy.  You see, you don’t 
have to be a preacher to impact a life.
