Be of Good Cheer

One of the greatest struggles I’ve had recently is
being able to count my blessings. I’ve allowed the
difficult times of life to outweigh the enjoyable.
I’ve allowed the negativity of this world to out-
weigh all the positives that come with being a child
of God.

People who are able to accept things as they are
and are always able to see their blessings in the
darkest hours are people of good cheer. If you think
about it, what else can you do in the face of things
that cannot be altered? If we count our great bless-
ings from the Father, we will realize that they will
always outweigh the tragedies and disappointments
of life (James 1:17).

A positive, cheerful outlook on life is critical to
being a true disciple. There is entirely too much
defeatism in the world without Christians contrib-
uting to it. Children of the King are to be conquer-
ors (Romans 8:37). Think positively — we can do it.
Talk positively to your brethren — it can be done.
Act positively — don’t ever quit trying; never resign
yourself to failure and it will be done.

Doing Good

The New Testament uses several words to de-

scribe what it calls “doing good.”

1.

One of those words begins with an ‘eu’ stem. It is
from this word that we get our English word ‘eulogy.’
This is a time to speak good words about a person’s
life. This is the term (well done!) used for the faithful
servants in Jesus’ teaching (Mt. 5:21;25:23;
Lk.19:17).

The word can also describe the doing of what is good
(1 Tim. 6:2). It describes the content of beneficial ser-
vice or good deeds (Acts 4:9). Peter uses this stem to
describe the activities of Jesus as he went about doing
good (Acts 10:38).

A second family of words has ‘agatha’ for a stem.
This word comes into English in the form of a
woman’s name like Agatha Christie. This word de-
scribe something that is good in its outcome or result.

Mt. 25:21 well done, good and faithful servant

Lk. 8:15 the good ground is described as having an
honest and good heart.

Acts 9:36 Dorcus is described as one who was full of
good works.

Acts 11:24 Barnabas was a good man and full of the
Holy spirit

Titus 3:1 Christians are to be ready for every good
work

A third family of words has ‘kalos’ or ‘kala’ as a
stem. Kala is sometimes used as a woman’s name.
We also get our English words calisthenics and callig-
raphy from this word. It has to do with something that
is beautiful and therefore is recognized as being good
as soon as one beholds it.

Mt. 5:16 that they may see your good works and glo-
rify your father who is in heaven

Mt. 7:17 a good tree brings for good fruit

Mt. 26:10 she has done a beautiful thing to me

Jn. 10:11 I am the good shepherd

Jn. 10:32 many good works I have showed you

Titus 3:14 our people must learn to devote themselves
to doing what is good

Paul gives us this challenge: “And let us not grow weary

in well-doing...as we have opportunity, let us do good
to all men, and especially those of the household of
faith.” (Gal. 6:9-10)
